This little page-turner may have been marketed as a children's title, but kids and adults alike will enjoy this easy-to-read romp through Victorian San Francisco a la Arthur Conan Doyle. In a human-less world of sentient dogs and cats, the story hangs on the tails of a diminutive terrier genius and his roommate, a veterinarian mutt named Dr. Edward Smithfield, who narrowly dodge murder charges, evade assassinations, and untangle the intricate criminal plots of an evil bloodhound running for mayor and an enigmatic French cat named Pierre Bouissard. If you fondly remember the light-hearted humor of Roald Dahl or enjoy Ms. Rowling's magical sense of adventure, then this yarn may be a purr-fect way for you to waste an afternoon or two.
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
